Perfect Park Monument Implementation Committee 31 

Director Conn reported that the Monument Committee has received some donations.  32 

Fundraising efforts continue.  The next meeting of the Monument Committee will be 33 

held on Monday January 10th at 6:30pm at the District Office. 34 

 35 

Halloween/Día de los Muertos Committee 36 

Derek Johnson reviewed the Halloween budget, as presented in the packet.   37 

 38 

Isla Vista Foot Patrol 39 

Lt. Arnoldi reported a ògoodó holiday season, saying that between 11/22 ð 1/02 there 40 

were only 5 reported residential burglaries, and only 6 auto burglaries in Isla Vista.  41 

Arnoldi felt this was because The Nexus published an article on the Foot Patrolõs 42 

program for residence checks.  The Foot Patrol received lots of calls from IV residents 43 

who wanted to participate in the program, whereby officers checked residences by 44 

request during the tenantsõ/ownersõ absence, for unsecured doors and windows.  Arnoldi 45 

reported a quiet New Yearõs Eve countywide.  However, citations for drunk driving were 46 

on the increase.   47 
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 48 

Lt. Arnoldi reported that the re-education period for new students would be in effect for 49 

the next two weekends.  Statistics for September through November 1999 will be 50 

completed next Monday for review.  Serious crimes were down by 68% for that period, 51 

however simple assaults were up by 60%.  Arnoldi felt that officer intervention played a 52 

significant role in preventing simple assaults from becoming worse crimes.  He was 53 

pleased that all three agencies have recently fulfilled their commitments to proper 54 

staffing of the IVFP, and noted that the presence of officers in sufficient numbers is a 55 

great deterrent to crime. 56 

 57 

GM REPORT: 58 

General Manager Derek Johnson reported that new planters have been delivered to the 59 

District office.  The rectangular planter against the chain link fence will hold vines, which 60 

will eventually grow onto the fence so as to decrease the òcompoundó look of the chain 61 

link and barbed wire around the District yard. 62 

 63 

Johnson reported that the AnisqõOyoõ Park project is now complete, with new plants, a 64 

pond feature and play equipment which meets current safety codes.  The grass is finally 65 

in and looks great. 66 

 67 

Johnson indicated that the Fall/Winter Newsletter has been completed and is available at 68 

this meeting for distribution. 69 

 70 

Johnson reported that the Frisbee Golf course is scheduled to open on January 31st.  71 

Johnson is in the process of having a geography student intern use GIS technology to 72 

create a map of the course for distribution.  Johnson would like to create a frisbee golf 73 

tournament next Fall if the course is successful. 74 

 75 

The District has received zoning clearance from the County for Childrenõs Park 76 

improvements, but substantial revisions must be submitted in one week.  In order to 77 

qualify for permits, we must provide more detail in the plans for plumbing, electrical, 78 

and bathroom fixtures.  Structural plans were approved as submitted. 79 

 80 

Johnson was excited to report that the energy at the Estero Lath House was scheduled 81 

to be turned on as of Friday, January 7th.  Johnson complimented the contractors on an 82 

excellent job.  The Grounds Crew has yet to complete the landscaping and grade the 83 

utility road through the Community Gardens. 84 

 85 

Derek Johnson also reported that the Camino Corto Project is nearly finished.  Dave 86 

Hubbard is close to completion of a monthly plan, which will include a step-by-step 87 

process on how to manage Vernal Pools.  Educational signs are being prepared.  One 88 

sign will be worded to appreciate Bill Wallace for his part in the preservation of the 89 

Camino Corto Open Space. 90 

 91 

Derek Johnson reported that he and Directors Katovich and Conn met with County 92 

Supervisor Susan Rose regarding the 6500 Del Playa Project CREF application.  The 93 

District submitted 4 permit applications on Monday, January 3rd; however, we still need 94 
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to get CREF grant funding to proceed with the project.  Supervisor Rose provided 95 

Johnson and Katovich with contacts who could potentially help fund the project. 96 

 97 

Johnson also reported that the new file database is nearly completed, with a search 98 

function that is far superior to the old òAskSamó system. 99 

 100 

The next Master Plan meeting will take place at the Centennial House. 101 

 102 

Johnson reported that he, Corey, and Magdelena Corvin of TSP would work together to 103 

set up the models of the Community Center for a showing at the Multicultural Center at 104 

the end of this month.  A subsequent showing is planned at the University Art Complex. 105 

 106 

Financial Report 107 

Derek pointed out that, per the current fiscal reports, we appear to be about $90,000 108 

over budget in spending.  This is the usual budget situation in December/January, when 109 

large capital projects are underway and revenues are pending.  It will balance out in the 110 

second half of the fiscal year however.  Derek noted that certain budget reallocations 111 

would be considered on this meetingõs agenda. 112

3030.10  The purpose of this policy is to ensure proper accounting control resulting in the maintaining of 157 

accurate financial reports of fixed assets. 158

3030.20  An accounting, or inventory, of all fixed assets shall be conducted on an annual basis.  After 160 

the conclusion of said inventory, the General Manager shall certify its completeness and report the results 161 

thereof to the Board of Directors at its next regular monthly meeting. 162

3030.30  Applicable purchases of inclusion in said accounting shall be the following: 164 

 165 

3030.31  Equipment, tools, and vehicles that individually have an original total cost of more than 166

drives, in connection with other structures or parks, should also be capitalized.  Structures and 174 

improvements with a value that exceeds a minimum value of $15,000, to $150,000 as established by 175 

the County Auditor, shall be capitalized. 176

3030.40  When any item defined in Section 3030.31 above, is received, a tag with a unique 178 

identification number shall be affixed to said item, and the number recorded in the permanent inventory 179 

records. 180

3030.50  Permanent inventory records shall be maintained in either a paper file or electronic (computer 182 

data base) format.  Said records shall be updated whenever a change in the status of a particular fixed 183 

asset occurs (e.g., original purchase, sale, destruction, loss, theft, etc.). 184

3030.60  Information to be maintained in said inventory records shall include at least the following: 186

DISCUSSION OF DON STEVENS MEMORIAL PLAQUE (ITEM X.D)  215 

A letter from Bryan Harrison was included in the packet, in which he represented friends 216 

of Don òDocó Stevens in requesting that a plaque be installed in a District park in Docõs 217 

memory.  Doc Stevens was a homeless man who volunteered in 1998 doing maintenance 218 

of AnisqõOyoõ restrooms and who served as a friendly liaison between the District and 219 

the homeless community.  Mr. Harrison was present to address the Board, and 220 

responded to the short article in the Fall/Winter Newsletter in Docõs memory.  He also 221 

thanked the District òfor treating homeless people as human beingsó, and thanked Lt. 222 

Arnoldi and the Foot Patrol for their òhumane approachó to homeless people.  He went 223 

on to briefly state that he felt the plaque would be a tribute to Doc, whose memorial was 224 

attended by a broad cross-section of people from different communities. 225 

 226 

Directors responded with words of appreciation and gratitude for Doc Stevens.  The 227 

general message from the Board was that the tree to be planted in Docõs memory 228 

seemed a fitting and adequate memorial.  It was felt that a plaque would be difficult to 229 

protect from vandals and wear, and that there would be no funds to replace a plaque if it 230 

were to become damaged.  Further, it was felt that if the Board installed a plaque for one 231 

individual, then plaques should be installed for others as well.  The Board did not wish to 232 

set a precedent of this kind. 233 

 234 
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Public member Jean Affleck pointed out that there was one battered plaque in 235 

AnisqõOyoõ Park, which once marked the òGoleta Beautiful Treeó.  The tree is dead and 236 

gone, and the plaque is now meaningless. 237 

 238 

Lt. Arnoldi suggested that a large memorial plaque be installed, to which names could be 239 

added.  Derek suggested that a general plaque be installed, appreciating all who had 240 

contributed to the community. 241 

 242 

There was no MOTION  on this item.  It was decided to revisit the discussion at a 243 

meeting in February 2000. 244

DISCUSSION OF DRAFT LEASE BETWEEN THE DI STRICT AND ZONA 246 

SECA FOR THE TEEN CENTER BUILDING (ITEM X.E)  247

DISCUSSION OF OBJECTIVES FOR A DESIGN COMPETITION FOR ISLA 258 

VISTA (ITEM X.L)  259 

County Planner Matt Dobberteen was present to address the Board on the timeline and 260 

guiding purpose of the proposed design competition, as well as the planned public 261 

workshop to discuss the scope of the competition.  The cost of the design competition 262 

was unknown, with estimates falling between $20,000-$100,000. 263 

 264 

Directors were in favor of public input, and encouraged public workshops.  The Board 265 

expressed strong reservations about including a limitation of òdoubled housing densityó, 266 

and requested a change of wording on this item.  Director Kennedy pointed out that it 267 

might be okay to double density in certain areas of Isla Vista, but not throughout. 268 

 269 

There was also resistance from the Board to the idea of relocating AnisqõOyoõ Park, 270 

although the possibility of trading other parkland was briefly discussed.  Directors 271 

pointed out that District parkland was, essentially, òlocked inó; i.e., no parkland could be 272 

sold or traded without voter approval. 273 

 274 

Other concerns and planning objectives generated by Board members were as 275 

follows: 276 

Underground utilities. 277 

Architectural standard:  Building design that reflects Isla Vista standard. 278 

Possibility of partial use of BofA building by the District, if UCSB purchases it. 279 

Streets and roads:  Wonerfs to maximize pedestrian use. 280 
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Streets and roads:  Elimination of Camino Corto Road from Colegio to Abrego, for 281 

continuous open space area. 282 

Parking: Diagonal parking, one-way streets 283 

 284 

Questions generated by the Board were as follows: 285 

What is the carrying capacity of Isla Vista? 286 

How can we diversify our population; how can we attract people from different 287 

segments of the general population? 288 

How can we diversify business for a òmixed useó downtown area? 289 

How can we maximize use of our parks? 290 

 291 

There was no MOTION  on this item.  It was decided that the discussion would be 292 

revisited on the next agenda. 293 

 294 

DISCUSSION OF ESTERO LATH HOUSE LEASE  295 

The General Manager projected that the Lath House would be functioning by the end of 296 

February, and asked the Board to consider a proposed lease between the District and 297 

Growing Solutions and Ecological Education Institute.  Stephanie Langsdorf and Karen 298 

Brooker, representatives from GSEEI were present to explain their educational 299 

programs and their overall intentions for use of the Lath House.  Directors expressed 300 

their concern that District Staff be allowed to use a portion of the Lath House for 301 

District projects.   302 

 303 

Director Conn felt strongly that the lease should be put out for public bid.  Derek 304 

Johnson noted that there was òno legal obligationó on the Districtõs part to put the lease 305 

out for bid. 306 

 307 

GSEEI representatives noted that they did not yet have the grant in place that would 308 

allow them to fulfill the lease, and that they did not yet qualify for certain grant 309 

opportunities by having 501c3 nonprofit status.  They were in hopes of securing an 310 

indication of willingness on the part of the Board, which would then help them with 311 

their grant applications.  Director Kennedy suggested that GSEEI approach the Isla 312 

Vista Improvement Corporation, a nonprofit, in order to create a liaison that would help 313 

them to seek funding until their nonprofit status was in place. 314 

 315 

Public member and native grower Dougal House expressed support of the new Lath 316 

House, saying that it would create excellent opportunities for community involvement 317 

and public education in native propagation and restoration.  Public member and former 318 

District employee Brenton Kelly was present to òsupport fullyó the GSEEI proposal for 319 

the use of the Lath House, and to put in a bid from his business, Island Seed and Feed, 320 

for commercial procurement of native seeds and plants.  He pointed out a dire need for 321 

propagation of locally collected, selected native plants. 322

The General Manager made a short presentation requesting that the Board approve 352 

allocation of funds in the amount of $6,500 toward his enrollment in a Masters Program 353 

in Organizational Management through Antioch College.  Director Conn felt that to 354 

raise the General Managerõs education allotment from $2,500 to $6,500 a year should be 355 

an item for discussion during renegotiation of his contract.  Directors expressed concern 356 

as to whether the General Manager would be able to handle the course load without 357 

compromising his duties to the District.  Director Kennedy said that he thought it was 358 

òa nice, ambitious programó, and indicated his desire to encourage the General Manager.  359 

Other Directors echoed Kennedyõs words of encouragement, although there were some 360 

doubts expressed about putting money toward an education that would further the 361 

General Manager to some other position.  It was finally decided that the Board would 362 

pay for part of the tuition. 363

The GM reported that the submittal deadline for a cityhood proposal was confirmed as 1052

David Bearman spoke in favor of submitting a cityhood proposal, saying that by not 1055 

forwarding our application, the District is saying that we prefer all of the options, or that we 1056 

agree with conservative policies.  He argued that the inclusion of Isla Vista in Goleta would 1057 

have benefits over the status quo, e.g., the Isla Vista constituency could get radicals elected 1058 

to office.  Bearman was a proponent of dissolution of the Goleta West Sanitary District.  He 1059 

expressed reservations as to whether LAFCO would take the Knox-Cortese Act seriously in 1060 

making an orderly development, and said that he did not believe that annexation would be 1061 

an option later on.

Director Conn reported that the Monument Committee would be taking a break during 1383 

the month of March.

Isla Vista films last week during bank burning commemoration events.  Potter gave away 1385 

copies of his book, Campus by the Sea, and the Committee raised more donations for the 1386 

monument.  Director Conn mentioned other fundraising activities, including a grant 1387 

application to be submitted on Friday to IVCRC.

Finance Committee 1391 

Derek Johnson reported that the Finance Committee will not meet again until sometime 1392 

in April, when the Work-Plan is coming together.  He reported that the District had 1393 

received an AB1431 grant (CRGP) for the project at Camino Pescadero Park. 1394

Isla Vista Foot Patrol 1396 

Lt. Arnoldi reported that, starting Monday, there would be an officer on parking 1397 

reinforcement, at which time the one-hour parking regulation around the loop would be 1398 

re-instituted.  Arnoldi said that notices would be posted in the papers.  County Roads 1399 

assisted with the painting of curbs at El Nido and Cervantes, where the flow of traffic 1400 

was inhibited by over parking. 1401

Director Soutar noted that the intersection at Pasado and Camino Pescadero had 1403 

become more dangerous since new housing was constructed.

Arnoldi reported that he expects this weekend to be quieter than last. 1427

DISCUSSION OF GAZEBO AT CHILDRENõS PARK (ITEM X.C) 1429 

The General Manager gave a summary of the proposed Gazebo Project, noting that, for 1430 

many of the activities that take place in Childrenõs Park, protection from sun, wind and 1431 

rain would be a great help.  He noted that IVPIC had agreed to assist with application 1432 

for outside funding for the project. 1433 

Recreation Coordinator Anne Aziz and Recreation Assistant Aira Hazell attended the 1434 

meeting to support the gazebo project and give a description of the proposed gazebo, 1435 

noting that the gazebo would provide shelter for childrenõs events and crafts during 1436 

inclement weather, and that it would provide a meeting place, as well as a place for 1437 

families to hold picnics and parties.  Prefab structures had been researched, but had been 1438 

found to be inadequate, so the proposed structure would be put out to bid to local 1439 

builders. 1440

Director Kelly applauded the idea.  He questioned Recreation Staff to make sure that 1442 

families would have access to the facility for weekend events.  He noted that the facility 1443 

should remain open to the public, and not be kept under lock and key. 1444

Director Soutar suggested that the architects who designed the lath house be approached 1446 

for their ideas on the gazebo.  Soutar was interested in the use of recycled materials in 1447 

the new structure.  She was concerned that the building be kept open when not in use, 1448 

meaning that there could be no òhiding placesó that might encourage crime in the parks. 1449 

 1450 
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Director Conn argued that it was the Boardõs responsibility to commit the District to 1451 

projects, including the commitment of Staff time.  She felt that the proper order of 1452 

events would be for the Board to adopt this project into the Work Plan and commit to 1453 

it, before going to IVPIC for funding.  Conn urged proponents of the design to be 1454 

realistic about the costs of design, permits and construction, warning that she did not 1455 

want to see the Board stuck with surprises in the way of additional costs once the project 1456 

was underway.

The General Manager explained that, during òslowó times, he encourages employees to 1462 

come up with concepts and ideas, and to be ambitious about finding solutions.  He said 1463 

that he wants to reward Staff for this kind of initiative, and solidify around the planning 1464 

process, and work their ideas into the Work Plan. 1465

Director Soutar indicated that she wanted the gazebo project to go forward ASAP, and 1467 

said that a lot of projects have been generated from the Staff level up.  She said that she 1468 

wants Staff to have the ability to generate creative solutions in the parks.  Director Kelly 1469 

agreed, saying that the gazebo was a great idea, and that he supported Staff and felt they 1470 

should have authority to brainstorm and pursue ideas.  For Kelly, the use of Staff time 1471 

was not an issue. 1472

Director Katovich agreed with Director Conn that it would be appropriate for the Board 1474 

to approve a project before authorizing Staff to seek funding for it.  She noted that it 1475 

was a procedural question, and said that she did not see why the Board would not 1476 

approve such a project on the Work Plan for Childrenõs Park. 1477

Director Conn said that she did not have a problem with the project itself, and would be 1479 

willing to entertain the allocation of Staff time towards this project once it was included 1480 

in the Work Plan.

1494 

Remediations were being made for the damages to habitat, in the form of wildflower 1495 

plantings.  A semi making deliveries at the Lath House sank down to its axles in mud, 1496 

leaving a gaping hole alongside the building. 1497

The Conservation Corps pulled up the fennel at Camino Corto.  The Grounds Crew is 1499 

finishing the job.  The waste from this project will go to green recycling. 1500

There will be a CREF hearing next Tuesday to decide on applications.  Currently, the 1502 

District is $85,000 short of funding for the 6500 Del Playa Project.  Derek has called 1503 

other agencies and parks for plants for the project, and has received some donations.  1504 

Director Soutar expressed her frustration that a budget had been set for this project, and 1505 

then the artists planned a park that so far exceeded the budget.  Derek noted that is was 1506 

not the artistsõ fault, but the cost of dirt, sandstone, boulders, flagstone and other 1507 

hardscape for the park was extremely high.

Cynthia Brock of GoletaNow! argued that the decision to fund the study would not be 1776 

endorsement of a political view.  She noted that the study would cover a wide range of 1777 

options, and that LAFCO would not be constrained by the GoletaNow! proposal.  1778 

District funding, Brock explained, would go to LAFCO for a specific fiscal analysis; if no 1779 

study were forthcoming, then the money would be refunded.  Brock argued that it was 1780 

appropriate to go to special districts for funding, since the consideration of all options 1781 

would be a benefit.  She added that GoletaNow! was seeking money from òall sourcesó, 1782 

and that they had an obligation to their supporters to do so. 1783

Norma Geyer spoke on behalf of Goleta Roundtable, saying that if community members 1785 

have statistics and fiscal information, then they will be able to make a logical vote 1786 

regarding incorporation.  She argued that the people òneed facts.ó  Geyer demonstrated 1787 

a series of options and combinations with a map. 1788 

 1789 

Derek Johnson reported that the District had been notified of the special districts 1790 

meeting on March 27.  Director Soutar indicated that she would attend.  Directors Conn 1791 

and Kelly said that they would also attend. 1792 

 1793 

Ken Taylor said that he was not speaking on behalf of the Goleta Roundtable when he 1794 

urged the District not to fund the study.  He noted that when an organization collects 1795 

signatures, that shows a substantial body of interest in the community.  He added that 1796 

those same people should òreach in their pocketsó and support the GoletaNow! 1797 

proposal.  Taylor added that the most effective time to ask for money is before the 1798 

signatures are given.  Taylor stated that, under CEQA, LAFCO would be required to 1799 

look at all alternatives during the EIR process.  He claimed that 62% of the population 1800 

of Goleta Valley had been disenfranchised by the GoletaNow! proposal.  Taylor added 1801 

that the Cortese-Knox Act made provisions for districts which LAFCO was obliged to 1802 

follow.  He urged the District to defer this item until after a series of meetings between 1803 

special districts and their respective legal counsels had taken place. 1804

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Carmen Lodise gave the results of a poll, saying that certain zip codes were opposed to a 1806 

new City of Goleta and in favor of annexation to Santa Barbara.  He expressed concern 1807 

that certain proposals were not including Storke Ranch and other areas of the RDA. 1808 

 1809 

Director Conn made a MOTION  to contribute $2,500 to the LAFCO Study, 1810 

contingent upon inclusion in the study of Isla Vista concerns, (as stated in the IVRPD 1811 

letter to LAFCO, dated February 23, 2000.)  There was no second to the MOTION .  1812 

Conn went on to say that people may say that District funds are only for parks and 1813 

recreation, but in fact we promote certain causes and take sides on issues that affect the 1814 

District and our concerns.  She added that the District pursues a liaison with the County 1815 

on many issues and is often called on to serve beyond parks and recreation, because we 1816 

are the only municipal entity in Isla Vista.  Conn considered the possibility that, if 1817 

included, more money would be coming into the District, and certain issues would fall to 1818 

other authority, thereby allowing the District to serve only parks and recreation.  She felt 1819 

that it was appropriate to push for what the District had requested in the February 23 1820 

letter.  She added that she understood, and, to a certain point, agreed with the need for a 1821 

study, even though Isla Vista had been disenfranchised in proposals.  Conn noted that 1822 

the County had $65,000 to do a study, and said that some of that money should be used 1823 

to answer questions for Isla Vista.

Director Kelly noted that a contribution of funds toward the study would not generate 1827 

any leverage.

Derek Johnson said that Isla Vista òshould not need our own proposaló to have our 1830 

needs and issues considered. 1831 

Director Katovich questioned whether the District would be òcontributing to our own 1832 

demiseó by funding the study.  She said that, unless the funding were to go towards the 1833 

incorporation of Isla Vista, then the District should not take all of the responsibility to 1834 

make sure we are covered.  Katovich added that a responsible proposal should take 1835 

everyone into consideration. 1836

Lt. Arnoldi mentioned that if all of Goleta Valley is incorporated without Isla Vista, then 1838 

Isla Vista would be getting òthe short end of the stickó on law enforcement, since there 1839 

would no longer be any back-up. 1840

Derek Johnson reported that he started the intensive web class this week.  He said that 1845 

the class would enable him to update the District website, would help to keep agendas 1846

Derek reported that he would try to schedule an IVA meeting with Peg, himself, UCSB 1857 

and County representatives, to talk about the Master Plan for Isla Vista.  He reported 1858 

that the revised MOU should come back to the District next week, after a 4-month hold-1859 

up.

The parks look beautiful since the rains.  Now that itõs drying out, the crew is catching 1862 

up on mowing.  Derek reported that the damage to turf at AnisqõOyoõ during the Care 1863 

Fair/Rock the Park event is being repaired and reseeded.   He added that part of the 1864 

organizersõ deposit had been withheld for damages and insufficient clean-up.  Of the 1865 

damage, he noted, òThatõs what itõs foró, noting that there is some damage to AnisqõOyoõ 1866 

turf and plantings every time a large event occurs, and that the park is for the 1867 

accommodation of large events.

The Community Center models will be shown at the Earth Day event.  Director Soutar 1936 

offered to help with this.

Camino Corto Open Space, including Tierra de Fortuna Park: 1) Install bench 1986 

around large eucalyptus tree at Abrego & Camino Corto for parents; 2) Install 1987 

educational signs at entrance to property, coming from Isla Vista School, to discourage 1988 

litter; 3) Raise and improve new path from parking lot to bus stop, which was made by 1989 

kids during construction of school; 4) Fill in drainage ditch along El Colegio. 1990 

Kidsõ Trail: 1) Remove walkway to existing gazebo at Tierra de Fortuna, or improve 1991 

with decomposed granite. 1992

Director Kelly inquired whether the whirl that was removed from Childrenõs Park would 1994 

be replaced with other play equipment.  Derek noted that the rockers from AnisqõOyoõ 1995 

had been transferred there. 1996

Director Conn inquired how often the proposed Fibar at Childrenõs would need to be 1998 

replaced.  Derek Johnson told her that regular scheduled maintenance of Fibar includes 1999 

replenishment every 2-3 years in all parks.

DISCUSSION OF CITY OF SANTA BARBARA ANNEXATION PROPOSAL 2158 

(ITEM X.A)  2159 

1) Paul Casey, Project Manager for the Santa Barbara City Annexation effort, 2160 

explained that he was in charge of outreach.  Casey reported that during work sessions 2161 

and research to date, most issues having to do with annexation have been regional in 2162 

nature, with top priorities being land use, transportation, housing, and preservation of 2163 

coastal areas.  The City annexation proposal followed up the GoletaNow! proposal to 2164 

LAFCO, which followed up a history of proposals.  Casey stressed that the City 2165 

application was only a starting point and would certainly be modified, based upon a 2166 

dialog with the community.  Casey reported that LAFCO would have the power to 2167 

modify any proposal before passing it.  He estimated that the dialog now being initiated 2168 

by the City had about one year to take place.  Later he said that the earliest possible 2169 
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election for annexation would take place in November 2001, and that annexation, if 2170 

voted in, could take effect 6 months after that. 2171

3) Casey noted that the Goleta Valley area was the largest unincorporated area in 2173 

California, and projected that one large benefit of annexation would be improved 2174 

efficiency in services provided.  Another benefit to Isla Vista would be the Cityõs 2175 

experience with RDA law and code enforcement in dense areas.  Other possible 2176 

concerns of Isla Vistans to be addressed by annexation could be quality control of rental 2177 

housing and preservation of the Gaviota Coast. 2178

Goleta Valley, which would mean that one area would steal all of the revenues.  He 2182 

noted that the City Council had shown leadership in creating a proposal that could 2183 

potentially reduce the number of seats held by city officials.  The City, he said, was not 2184 

interested in micromanaging districts or dissolving them.  He added that the districts had 2185 

done òcommendable workó and held the goodwill of their communities, which was not 2186 

to be lost.  Hart observed that in Isla Vista, there was a real need for improvements to 2187 

infrastructure, roads and sidewalks.  He projected that annexation would bring about 2188 

benefits and improvements to the Isla Vista area.  He stressed the importance of 2189 

preserving the Gaviota Coast. 2190

7) Paul Casey discussed the importance of maintaining the unique identities of 2192 

neighborhoods and districts, and cited the Cityõs experience working with the Santa 2193 

Barbara Eastside and Westside neighborhood coalitions to preserve local control and 2194 

representation, and to address issues unique to those areas. 2195

9) Richard Johns, Director of Santa Barbara City Parks and Recreation, said that he 2197 

had toured Isla Vista and found it to be the most unique district he had ever seen, 2198 

exemplary in many ways, and he said that it òshould stay that way.ó  Johns reported that 2199 

City Parks held 1700 acres in parklands, with 400 acres developed and the rest in open 2200 

space.  He wanted the IVRPD Board to know that the City is experienced in offering 2201 

programs and community services, such as the Franklin Center, the Westside and Lower 2202 

Westside Centers, and a variety of recreation programs to serve families and children. 2203

13) Board members expressed appreciation to City Staff and Council for initiating a 2207 

dialog.  All Directors were in agreement about the importance of having a local voice 2208 

and a municipal entity that the community of Isla Vista could turn to.  If annexed, they 2209 

said that Isla Vista would require a representative of its own, not one shared with Goleta.  2210 

Directors spoke eloquently about the unique identity and problems of the Isla Vista 2211 
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community and stressed the importance of preserving the organic policy and recreation 2212 

programs. 2213

15) Director Conn noted that this Board and the previous Board had worked hard to 2215 

improve things in Isla Vista.  She said that she supported the City proposal, but wanted 2216 

to see an analysis on both proposals before making a decision.  She noted that the 2217 

District had a positive relationship with the County and UCSB, which she did not want 2218 

to see lost in a transition. 2219

17) Director Soutar agreed that the District had developed the ability to work well 2221 

with other agencies, such as the County, UCSB and the Foot Patrol, to òget things 2222 

doneó, e.g., policies, parks, the Teen Center, local festivals and providing òsafe playó for 2223 

children and community members.  In addition, she expressed concern that the 2224 

Community Center project might lose momentum with a change of government.   She 2225 

was attracted to the possibility of improvements to park infrastructures, and 2226 

complimented the City on its great parks and programs. 2227

19) Director Kelly noted that the territorialism in Isla Vista came from a history of 2229 

òIV being the bastard childó of the County and/or Goleta, where it would historically 2230 

lose in the big block vote.  He noted that the District had done a lot to mitigate that and 2231 

provide leadership.  He stressed that the Districtõs organic policy was òa cornerstone of 2232 

the Districtõs foundationó, with proven feasibility, performance and safety.  This point 2233 

was also emphasized by Director Kennedy, who supported the views of Board members 2234 

before him. 2235

21) Director Katovich said that she felt protective of the unity that had been 2237 

achieved in our small community, and of the local, personal feeling of a place where 2238 

people recognize Board members in the parks and can approach them to talk about 2239 

issues.  She said that she felt there were òpeculiarities and tensionsó in Isla Vista that 2240 

other districts would not understand.  About the organic policy, she added, òPesticides 2241 

havenõt been here and people donõt want them.ó  She expressed concern over what 2242 

might be lost if Isla Vista government were turned over to a larger community not as 2243 

intimately connected to our concerns.  She mentioned that a housing inspection program 2244 

was something that constituents wanted in Isla Vista. 2245

23) Gregg Hart and Paul Casey discussed the importance of protecting Isla Vista by 2247 

protecting the Gaviota Coast from North County development.  Hart stressed that 2248 

preservation of the coast would need to be designed into a charter, which would remain 2249 

consistent through changes in City Council.  He said that preservation of the Gaviota 2250 

Coast now would significantly affect the way the Goleta Valley would look in 50 years. 2251

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25) Tom Stone said that the ideal would be to preserve regionalism and preserve the 2253 

neighborhoods and self-determination in Isla Vista.  Bob Roebuck noted the importance 2254 

of local control and guidance.   2255

27) John Fox noted that LAFCO had hired one fiscal consultant to analyze both the 2257 

City annexation and GoletaNow! proposals.  Director Conn asked whether the LAFCO 2258 

Board would change between now and the time for the final decision.  John Fox replied 2259 

that the Board would not change, per their election cycle.  Director Soutar expressed 2260 

concern that the current LAFCO Board was heavily seated by North County, and that 2261 

they òdonõt have their hearts in it as far as what we need down here.ó 2262

29) Director Conn considered that perhaps a change in government could be a 2264 

positive alternative to habitual criticism of the County for failing to provide all of the 2265 

services needed by such a large unincorporated area.  Directors and the General Manager 2266 

recommended that County Staff and Councilmembers attend RDA meetings and Master 2267 

Plan hearings to become apprised of the issues faced by the Isla Vista population. 2268

Isla Vista Foot Patrol 3282 

Lt. Arnoldi could not attend the meeting and Deputy Conn Abel of the Foot Patrol 3283 

attended in his place.  He reported that this period had been busy but relatively quiet for 3284 

the Foot Patrol, with only one burglary in the past 2 weeks, entering the residence 3285 

through an unlocked door.  Of note, officers arrested a man for making obscene phone 3286 
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calls to women.  There was one case of battery when a homeless person suspected of 3287 

shoplifting was ushered out of a store and fought back.  Abel reported one arrest for 3288 

lewd conduct, after two transients engaged in sexual intercourse in AnisqõOyoõ Park in 3289 

the daytime, when children were present.  Director Katovich asked for information 3290 

about rumors of an attempted kidnap of an Isla Vista woman at gunpoint.  Abel said that 3291 

he did not have any information on that incident.  Director Kennedy noted that the 3292 

incident had been reported on the front page of the Nexus. 3293

Derek Johnson noted a change in use patterns at AnisqõOyoõ Park, and expressed 3295 

concern over people sleeping behind the stage at night.

LITTLE ACORN PARK (ITEM X.A) 3308 

Harrison Heyl, Real Property Agent for County Public Works, was present at the 3309 

meeting to explain that the County Board of Supervisors is concentrated on the project 3310 

to install sidewalks in Isla Vista, with a focus on Camino Pescadero, El Embarcadero, 3311 

Sabado Tarde and Del Playa, and on the Embarcadero Loop, which is considered unsafe.  3312 

Funding for the project is limited, and Heyl reported that the County is hoping for 3313 

donations of easements wherever possible.  Directors expressed numerous concerns 3314 

with the County plans as proposed for Little Acorn.  Notably, they were concerned with 3315 

preservation of existing trees and other landscaping in the park.  Directors and Staff 3316 

discussed the aesthetic merits of using colored concrete for new walkways in the park.  3317 

The discussion was convened to Little Acorn Park, where Board members, District Staff, 3318 

County Staff and Public members Robert Gibson and Judy Braun discussed pros and 3319 

cons of the plan. 3320

A retaining wall of some sort would have to be built on the east side of Little Acorn, 3325 

between the new sidewalk and the landscaped berm.  A 5-year old sycamore tree would 3326 

have to be removed from the berm.  Directors expressed concern that the wall be built 3327 

of special materials at varying heights, to discourage skateboarder use and graffiti.  Ron 3328 

Bensel of the County advised Directors on a variety of ways that the corner at 3329 

Embarcadero and Sabado Tarde could be redesigned, both for accessibility to the park 3330 

and better motor visibility from the street.  In the process of restructuring, small oaks 3331 

may need to be moved and the almond tree near the corner, which has never thrived in 3332 

that location, may be sacrificed.  Sidewalks on the south side would be built around 3333 

existing mature trees, and Bensel demonstrated how much of the vegetation could be cut 3334 

back without removing it altogether.  Directors noted that the plants around the borders 3335 

of the park are important in that they provide a visual barrier from the street and 3336 

enhance the atmosphere of the park.  Some of the Cape orange honeysuckles on the 3337 
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South side would be lost to make room for the sidewalk to bubble around one of the 3338 

trees. 3339 

 3340 

There was discussion of removing the access ramp that intersects mid-park with Sabado 3341 

Tarde, and creating a continuous curb on that side, which would offer 2 more parking 3342 

spaces.  The existing sidewalk that cuts through the park would then dead-end at the 3343 

new sidewalk along ST, and pedestrians could travel to the corner for street access.  It 3344 

was argued that the existing placement of the access ramp creates a hazard, since people 3345 

are entering the street at an unexpected point.  Heyl noted that the proposed design 3346 

would encourage people to cross at the corner crosswalk.  He also pointed out that a 3347 

redesign for the corner ramp at the park would not require additional red curbing at the 3348 

corner, meaning that no parking would be lost there.  Director Kennedy asked for 2-3 3349 

feet more accommodation for the mature trees on the south side, noting that the plan 3350 

does not allow enough room.  Derek Johnson noted that by giving away more of an 3351 

easement, the District would compromise its options to develop the park in the future.  3352 

Director Kelly was in favor of bringing the sidewalks into the parks rather than building 3353 

them along the edges, to preserve the majority of plants.  Directors expressed 3354 

appreciation to County Staff for addressing their concerns.  The County will make 3355 

revisions and come back with plans.  Bensel explained that the process of securing 3356 

easements from property owners would take time.  Because it would be much more cost 3357 

effective for the County to do the sidewalks all at once, they expect to start building over 3358 

Christmas break.  Directors advised them to wait until after winter rains, possible until 3359 

Spring 2001. 3360

Lt. Arnoldi reported that 21 deputies were staffed last Friday and Saturday nights, to 3578 

cover Fight Night and Extravaganza events on campus, respectively.  There were no 3579 

reported physical or sexual assaults last weekend.  On Friday there was one couch fire; 3580 

on Saturday there were eight.  There were a total of 134 calls for service throughout the 3581 

week, with 85 criminal citations.  Two citations were for attempted arson (mattress). 3582

Arnoldi reported a violation in ABC issuance of alcohol permits to Isla Vista businesses.  3584 

The recorded limit is 10; 23 permits have been issued.  Arnoldi said that he would be 3585 

working with the District Attorney and the ABC to look at the criteria for issuance, 3586 

suggesting that the over-issuance be resolved in part by strict measures for businesses 3587 

that commit violations; i.e., that their permits be revoked. 3588

In the Grand Jury Report on May 15, the Foot Patrol received a commendation for its 3590 

active cooperation with local organizations to establish a safe community. 3591

The Foot Patrol is taking an active role in establishing the program of alcohol and drug-3593 

free concerts in AnisqõOyoõ.  The program will go into effect in the Fall. 3594

Arnoldi reviewed and analyzed Isla Vista crime statistics for the period September 1999 3596 

thru March 2000, which are included in the minutes. 3597

6:46 P.M. DIRECTOR CONN ARRIVED. 3599

Arnoldi pointed out that the rise in arrests for alcohol-related offenses reflects one of the 3601 

Foot Patrolõs guiding principles, that intoxicated persons are potential victims; i.e., it is 3602 

better to apprehend them and get them off the street, where they can sober up in a 3603 

holding cell rather than do further harm to themselves and others.  The Foot Patrol is 3604 

tough on these offenses, as reflected by the tripled number of citations for drunk 3605 

driving, and a rise in open container and other alcohol-related citations.  He noted that 3606 

there was also a dramatic increase of citations by UCSB officers and CHP. 3607 

 3608 

Arnoldi noted that destruction of property crimes appear low on the statistics in hand, 3609 

but that they shot up in April and May of this year. 3610 

 3611 

Director Soutar inquired whether the D.A. had been known to use the probation criteria 3612 

adopted in the 1998 Board Resolution No.980903-002, for repeat offenders in the parks.  3613 

Arnoldi said that he would check on this. 3614

Director Conn commented on the ònice storyó printed about the Foot Patrol in the 3616 

Daily Nexus.  She asked about the age of minors arrested for possession.  Arnoldi 3617 

replied that the majority of offenders are between the ages of 18-21. 3618

On loud party and loud band calls, Arnoldi explained that the Foot Patrol has a policy of 3620 

confiscating stereo and band equipment after multiple offenses.  He recently discovered 3621 

that certain fraternities were actually budgeting for noise citations, but that they had not 3622 

taken into account the escalating scale, which fines at $108 for first offense, $250 for 3623 

second, $500 for third, and so on. 3624

Additional support was promised, 3905 

but officers were re-scheduled at the last minute to accompany a truck to Los Angeles.  3906 

Directors expressed concerns over the street scene in Isla Vista last weekend, noting that 3907 
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the ambiance in the streets had felt òbad and violent and out of control.ó  Arnoldi 3908 

reported that, this coming weekend, he would have 18 officers scheduled on both Friday 3909 

and Saturday nights, but said that this was still fewer than he would need.  Director 3910 

Katovich said that she would write a letter to the Sheriff about the shortage of Foot 3911

Lt. Arnoldi reported that the sirens heard on Wednesday were accompanying the Special 3914 

Olympics torch through the streets of Isla Vista and across campus.  Lt. Arnoldi 3915 

requested that the torchõs route be changed to include Isla Vista. 3916

Someone recently asked Lt. Arnoldi if officers who òmess upó get assigned to Isla Vista 3918 

Foot Patrol (as some kind of punishment.)  He clarified that Isla Vista is one of the most 3919 

prestigious and sought-after assignments, adding that there is a long list of people who 3920 

want to work here. 3921

Director Katovich reported an incident of hazardous waste dumping on the 3923 

Embarcadero ramp.  She noted that the officers who came did not question the painters, 3924 

who had been seen disposing of used paint thinner.  Arnoldi explained that the Foot 3925 

Patrol is obligated to call the County Environmental Health officials, and that they are 3926 

the ones who investigate such incidents.  Derek Johnson noted that the same contractors 3927 

who dumped the thinner are suspected of removing rocks from District property.  The 3928

DISCUSSION OF HALLOWEEN/DIA DE LOS MUERTOS EVENT (ITEM X.C) 3985 

Derek Johnson reported that for the last 4 years, the District has organized, promoted, 3986 

staffed and sponsored the annual Halloween Festival in Isla Vista, as an alternative òsafe 3987 

and saneó Halloween event for students and families.  Using the redesigned Santa 3988 

Barbara Fiesta as a model, Johnson projected that it would take around 5 years for a 3989 

festival to gain attention and take hold.  This would be the fifth year for the Halloween 3990 

Festival, and Johnson asked Board members to evaluate the success of the event.  3991 

Johnson said that he felt the childrenõs events, such as face painting, contests and 3992 

bouncer were well-attended last year and worth the cost and effort.  The Dia de los 3993 

Muertos area with ofrendas also drew a lot of people.  The ferris wheel was a great 3994 

attraction, but a huge expense to the District.  Other midway games, such as the dunk 3995 

tank, proved less attractive.  The bands at AnisqõOyoõ were high-maintenance, expensive, 3996 

and received a poor turnout.  Johnson recommended that the music element be scaled 3997 

down.  Directors noted that the music provided a festival atmosphere.  Director Conn 3998 

noted that cold weather had been a discouraging factor for attendance at amphitheater 3999 

events.  Beth of the A.S. Program Board attended the meeting to report that her 4000 

organization is set to work on the event again this year, and that they would take on the 4001 

music component, as in past years.  She recommended an emphasis on local bands, who 4002 

would play mostly for free.  Johnson noted that Adam Rudder, Event Coordinator for 4003 

the 1999 Halloween Festival, took on the music last year with ambitious ideas.  Although 4004 

the music was excellent, attendance was poor, and the District paid Rudder for the many 4005 

hours it took him to coordinate this element. 4006

Directors discussed the fact that Halloween would fall on a Tuesday this year.  Director 4008 

Soutar recommended that the childrenõs events take place on Tuesday afternoon, with 4009 

some music in the evening.  She noted that it would be wise to coordinate after-school 4010 

activities with Isla Vista School, in case they have something planned.  Last year, the 4011 
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Teen Center also put on a Halloween event.  There was discussion of whether to have 4012 

the midnight showing of òRocky Horror Picture Showó at Isla Vista Theater or at the 4013 

amphitheater.

(ITEM X.D) 4028 

Derek Johnson reviewed changes to the policy, explaining that the District does not have 4029 

space to store lost and unclaimed items.  He reported that certain homeless persons have 4030 

taken advantage of District policy to òstoreó items, so that they could leave town and 4031 

claim their belongings later.  He noted that changes to the policy were intended to 4032 

protect District Staff against contagion. 4033 

 4034 

Johnson went on to say that a significant problem for District Staff members has been 4035 

dealing with disturbed, drunk and abusive persons who come to the District office and 4036 

accuse Staff of òstealingó their belongings.  Staff member Enid Osborn interjected that 4037 

the changes to the policy would exacerbate this problem, rather than solve it.  She called 4038 

upon the Board to consider a new system, whereby Grounds workers would leave a 4039 

ticket when items were removed, which could be redeemed at a local depository, to be 4040 

administered by a second agency and located off of District property.  Board members 4041 

considered alternate sites for such a facility, including local churches.  There was some 4042 

discussion regarding other agencies that might be willing to take the problem on, or 4043 

share responsibility.  Directors noted that the Red Barn was used for storage at one time, 4044 

but that this had fostered a òhang-outó zone at Estero, where drunk and homeless 4045 

people congregated.  Osborn appealed to Board members to work with other agencies 4046 

on ideas and funding for a solution, saying that the policy of throwing away the 4047 

belongings of homeless people ògives the District a bad faceó.  Board members said that 4048 

they would bring this issue up at their next meeting with Supervisor Marshall. 4049 

 4050 

Lt. Arnoldi noted that there is always an increase in the number of homeless people in 4051 

Isla Vista during the summer, and mentioned that the City of Santa Barbara seems to 4052 

shuffle people out here every year during Fiesta.  Lt. Arnoldi clarified that people are 4053 

simply òencouraged to relocateó during Fiesta. 4054 

 4055 

Further problems with the current system were discussed, including the occasional 4056 

person trying to claim items that belong to someone else. 4057 

 4058 

Johnson reported that the City of Santa Barbara currently has an ordinance in effect that 4059 

enables officers to bust people for camping if they enter City parks with camping gear.  4060 

Director Conn said that she was willing to support the changes to the policy, but not 4061 

willing to make a rule banning camping gear from the parks.  She added that travelers 4062 

and homeless persons should be responsible for their belongings, even if that meant 4063 
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scaling down to what they could carry in a pack.  Directors noted that there is a need 4064 

among the homeless community to organize for rights, and a responsibility on their parts 4065 

to respect the parks and not to abuse the system by leaving their stuff everywhere.  4066 

Director Soutar also noted that the Board is responsible for making the parks available 4067 

and attractive to other people, not just the homeless. 4068 

 4069 

Directors agreed that, if changes were adopted, the revised policy should be posted in 4070 

the parks with a 30-day period for public comment before the revisions go into effect.  4071 

Homeless people and other public members would have an opportunity to respond 4072 

during Vox Populi at the next meeting.  If public interest proved sufficient, the item 4073 

would be considered on a future agenda.   4074

Johnson said that he would order a òNo Trespassingó sign for the District dumpster, so 4076 

that the part of the policy pertaining to invasion of the dumpster could be enforced by 4077 

the Foot Patrol. 4078

Director Katovich did not vote in favor of the MOTION , due to the fact that the 4080 

District did not post special notice of the agenda item in the parks, to encourage public 4081 

participation by affected persons.

DISCUSSION OF PARKING SYSTEM FOR PERFECT PARK (ITEM X.D) 6267 

Derek Johnson gave a brief overview of the Staff Report, indicating a projected net 6268 

income from the proposed parking system of $127,000 a year.  He noted that the Board 6269 

would have flexibility as to how these resources were allocated.  He estimated that the 6270 

Board would have approx. 4 months to work out a system, including public hearings, 6271 

negotiations with Ampco, the Foot Patrol and St. Athanasius Church, whose parking lot 6272 

lease expires in December of this year.  Johnson noted that, in order to expand 6273 

Recreation Programs and/or build a Community Center and/or take on new projects, 6274 

the Park District would need new sources of revenue. 6275 

 6276 

Jeff Wiland and Jose Gutierrez from Ampco Parking Systems attended the meeting to 6277 

demonstrate a òpay and displayó meter and give a brief presentation on the different cost 6278 

options for services.  Directors expressed concerns regarding possible vandalism and/or 6279 

destruction of the meter.  Wiland assured the Board that the solar-powered machine was 6280 

virtually indestructible with only a few vulnerable areas.  He indicated that repair 6281 

personnel would respond quickly to shorten òdown timeó, and demonstrated how easily 6282 

modular parts could be replaced.  He also indicated that if the meter were damaged, the 6283 

insurance would pay for repairs.  Essentially, the meter would issue a receipt to the driver 6284 

for the number of parking hours paid.  The parking attendant or officer could then 6285 

access a list spaces and times paid, and check this against spaces filled. 6286

Lt. Arnoldi expressed concern for the collector, who might get robbed at the meter, and 6288 

encouraged a varied schedule of collection times.  Judy Braun of St. Athanasius Church 6289 
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wanted to know how we would be protected against collector thefts.  Ampco reps 6290 

replied that cash box receipts would be audited. 6291

Incoming Foot Patrol Lt. Russ Birchim reported that similar lots in Carpinteria are òbig 6293 

money makers.ó  He said that Carpinteria makes more money on violations than on 6294 

parking fees.  The Board would need to develop an ordinance and set a fine, which 6295 

would then be implemented by the municipal court system. 6296 

 6297 

Director Soutar raised a question about whether the District should contract with the 6298 

Foot Patrol for parking enforcement, or whether it would be cost effective to hire a 6299 

District employee to write citations. 6300 

 6301 

Director Augustino commented that he would need to review the history of the park 6302 

land and its intended use.  He strongly recommended that contractors proscribe a living 6303 

wage for collectors and other employees who maintain the meters, taking job risk into 6304 

account.  Augustino indicated that he was interested in the District handling 6305 

enforcement, rather than contracting out.  Director Katovich revisited the possibility of a 6306 

skate park, or some other conversion of the parking lot into park space, per the original 6307 

lease agreement.  Director Conn said that she had initially been excited at the prospect of 6308 

a skate park at this site, but that she now felt the skate park would be noisy and 6309 

incompatible with Perfect Park, which she felt should be protected as habitat and asylum 6310 

space.  Director Gonzales wanted to make sure that St. Athanasius would retain parking 6311 

spaces and continue to meet requirements for its CUP.  Judy Braun of St. Athanasius 6312 

reported that the Church would love to move, but that it would be years before they 6313 

could acquire more property.  Director Conn agreed that it would be healthy for the 6314 

Church to keep its CUP.  She pointed out that the Master Plan process has identified 6315 

parking as a problem, and added that it would therefore ònot be responsibleó to tear out 6316 

existing parking spaces in Isla Vista.  Director Katovich reiterated her view that, ideally, 6317 

the parking lot should be torn out, but if was not feasible, then 1) the money from 6318 

parking should go towards parks, 2) the parking lot project should operate within a 6319 

timeframe, and 3) allocations should be focused; i.e., funds should not be placed in the 6320 

General Fund.  There was further discussion by Board and Public of possible fee scales 6321 

and time limits for parking, the possibility of passes, and to whom they should be issued.  6322 

Judy Braun said she hoped the paid parking system would encourage people to bike 6323 

more, and suggested that the Church might work an exchange with the District, giving 6324 

up fees on their 5 spaces for free parking on Sundays. 6325

Directors Soutar and Augustino agreed to serve on a committee to negotiate the contract 6327 

for a parking system.   6328

Derek Johnson noted a change in the structure of LAFCO.  Before, LAFCO was funded 6527 

by the County.

$240/year, a relatively small amount compared to that paid by hospitals, for instance, 6530 

which will pay in the range of $16-17,000/year.

Lt. Arnoldi reported that Lt. Russ Birchim, who will replace him later this month, has 6565 

taken an unexpected family medical leave, due to his daughterõs recent diagnosis of 6566 

leukemia. 6567

Lt. Arnoldi distributed a memorandum and reports for Isla Vista Foot Patrol Calendar 6569 

Year Crime Recap and Comparison for 1998, 1999 and 2000; Fall Education/Halloween 6570 

Recap and Thanksgiving/Christmas Holiday Comparisons, included in the minutes.  6571 

Arnoldi noted that Part I crimes were down 11%, with no increase in reported sex 6572 

related offenses from 1999 to 2000.  Assaults were down 27% from 1999 to 2000.  6573 

Arnoldi noted that the rise in alcohol related offenses was attributable to three main 6574 

factors:  1) the population increase; 2) better staffing at the IVFP; and 3) the Foot 6575 

Patrolõs proactive approach to alcohol related crimes.  Further, Arnoldi pointed out that 6576 

the loud party busts were òcomplaint generatedó, such that the increase in loud party 6577 

offenses meant a steady increase in loud party calls.  Open container offenses declined.  6578 

Urinating in public offenses and resisting arrest offenses went up, which Arnoldi related 6579 

to the boom in alcohol abuse and the associated impairment of proper judgment.  6580 

Arnoldi pointed out the sharp rise in destruction of property crimes, noting that any 6581 

damage over $400 is not a felony.  He also noted that the 20 arsons shown on the report 6582 

were òarrests onlyó, and that there were many more fires than indicated on the report for 6583 

2000. 6584

Arnoldi said that he would attend 2 more Board meetings before the end of his term in 6586 

Isla Vista (February 15 and March 1, 2000.)  He promised to look in on the Board from 6587 

time to time after that. 6588

Director Conn asked where the initiative came from to change the Foot Patrolõs stance 6590 

to a more proactive one.  Arnoldi replied that the initiative came from him, based on his 6591 

experience working in the Red Rock area, where he employed tactics of high visibility 6592 

and interaction within the community to mold the enforcement style after community 6593 

needs.  He claimed that this effort had proven effective in regulating crime in that area.  6594 

The main problem in college communities had been identified as alcohol consumption; 6595 

therefore, he had focused on that area in Isla Vista.  He said that the job of law 6596 

enforcement was to educate the public and work with the community to make sure itõs 6597 

safe.  He said that he felt the quality of life was much improved in Isla Vista over the 6598 

past 3 years.  He commended the Board for their efforts to respond to community needs 6599 

with the Halloween Festival and other community outreach, and commended the 6600

Recreation Coordinator Anne Aziz is anxious for the patio to be 6616 

completed.  Johnson has begun the process of securing quotes from contractors for the 6617 

patio.

The last educational signs will be placed at Camino Corto Open Space in March 2001. 6621

AnisqõOyoõ Pond Aeration 6623 

The pond aeration project has been held up by the Pelican Park construction, but will 6624 

follow on its heels.  Johnson explained that aeration from underground pipes would 6625 

keep the pond from becoming stagnant, contributing to the health of fish and other 6626 

pond life and preventing the growth of algae. 6627

Greek Park 6629 

A decomposed granite pathway is needed at Greek Park, to run from the basketball 6630 

courts to the deck.  This project is also scheduled to follow the completion of Pelican 6631

Director Conn inquired about CREF grants received for the 2001 cycle.  Johnson 6635 

reported that the District received 1) $10,000 for a water meter at Pelican Park.  We 6636 

applied for $25,500, but were granted a lesser amount; 2) $25,000 in partnership with the 6637 

County of Santa Barbara, for repairs to the Camino del Sur access stairway; and 3) 6638 

$50,000 CREF funds were awarded to the County for acquisition of 5 parcels in the 6639 

6700 block of Del Playa.  The Park District participated in the application process for 6640 

this grant, and the County would hand these parcels over to the District if acquired.  In 6641 

addition, the District applied to CREF for planning of a restoration project for vernal 6642 

pools at 6800 Del Playa.  The County liked the proposal, but turned it down due to the 6643 

high volume of applications for the 2001 cycle. 6644

Future Agendas 6646 

Director Katovich requested that the Board invite George Rellis from the Board of 6647 

Architectural Review to come and address the Board and Public on why we should 6648 

support a local planning body in the Goleta incorporation process.  Katovich noted that 6649 

this item was time sensitive.  Directors Augustino and Katovich requested that the Board 6650 

consider establishing a movie night at AnisqõOyoõ, with outreach to University officials 6651 

and the Community Peers.  The GM reported that he would meet with Chairperson 6652

DISCUSSION OF HOMELESS ISSUES (ITEM X.F) 6661 

The General Manager gave an overview, noting that State and Federal funding of human 6662 

services had dropped off and that homeless issues were not given priority at higher 6663 

government levels.  People in need of housing, food, clothing and mental services were 6664 

now congregating in parks, libraries and other public facilities for want of public shelters.  6665 

He noted that this trend was not unique to Isla Vista.  In 1988, when Johnson began 6666 

working at the District, alcohol was still allowed in AnisqõOyoõ and also in Estero.  He 6667 

reported that facilities were damaged from overuse, landscaping was damaged and no 6668 

grass would grow around the bathrooms or the Red Barn.  Over the years, the District 6669 

made several attempts to house belongings for homeless persons, including a òcubbyó 6670 

storage system at the Red Barn.  During that period, drug deals, violence and alcohol 6671 

abuse were prevalent at the Red Barn, exposing the District to liability and creating an 6672 

undesirable ambience for other park visitors.  The Red Barn was eventually burned down 6673 

when a hot BBQ was stored in one of the cubby holes.  Other informal attempts have 6674 

been made to address the storage issue, including one agreement by which Johnson 6675 

allowed homeless persons to store belongings behind the AnisqõOyoõ stage on a very 6676 

limited basis.  The situation got quickly out of hand, with an unsightly accumulation of 6677 

items, spoiled foods and other health hazards, resulting in public complaints and 6678 

termination of the agreement. 6679 

 6680 

Johnson reported that belongings left in the park present a number of problems for 6681 

Staff.  At a basic level, the items are in the way and have to be moved before Grounds 6682 

can maintain the parks.  Secondly, persons who come to the District office to inquire 6683 

after their belongings often òrant and raveó, abusing District Staff with òa litany of 6684 

insults and threats.ó  The third problem has to do with health hazards spread to District 6685 

Staff via spoiled foods and other contaminated items and/or personal items that carry 6686 

infectious diseases.  Johnson reported certain incidents in which homeless persons have 6687 

attempted to infect Staff by intentionally spreading staph infection and tuberculosis to 6688 

bathrooms and abandoned items.  Johnson lamented the entire situation, saying that he 6689 

had issues with exposing District Staff to these risks.  He characterized District Staff 6690 

members as being òdedicatedó people who consider their work to be òmore than a jobó. 6691 

 6692 

Johnson reported that recently, over the past weekend, a camping area was established at 6693 

Camino Corto Creek.  Despite the unlawful accumulation of belongings and reported 6694 

campfires, District Staff gave campers a one-day warning.  The campers did not move, 6695 

and their camps were cleared by District Staff on Tuesday.  Johnson said that such 6696 

warnings are given as a courtesy, but often ignored.   6697 

 6698 

Director Katovich noted that she requested this item be placed on the agenda so that the 6699 

Board could have an opportunity to hear from the homeless and public members.  She 6700 

did not recommend allocation of District resources to solve the problem, but requested 6701 

that a committee be formed to work with County Health Services, the public and other 6702 

agencies on these problems, and that Board members participate in the committee and 6703 

advise the Board.  Katovich said she hoped to start a community dialog that would help 6704 
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bring solutions, including possible grantwriting opportunities.  Katovich supported a 6705 

storage program òas long as we donõt have to build and run it.ó  She stressed that the 6706 

Park District provides recreation and park services, and she encouraged other agencies to 6707 

take responsibility.   6708 

 6709 

Public member Chris Omer agreed with Johnsonõs report and said that he was ònot 6710 

excusing the behaviorsó of homeless persons by reminding the meeting that many of the 6711 

homeless are suffering from mental illness.  He stressed that the committee should 6712 

community members and homeless persons. 6713 

 6714 

Jean Affleck agreed with Director Katovichõs MOTION  and said that she felt a òpretty 6715 

fair summationó of the problems had been given.  Affleck noted that the Isla Vista 6716 

homeless were known as òone of the mellower homeless communitiesó, with a 6717 

reputation for sorting their problems out.  she said that one of the problems with 6718 

homeless shelters in Santa Barbara was their refusal to shelter dogs.  Affleck reported 6719 

that St. Michaelõs Church was currently working to settle legal matters on their property.  6720 

Director Soutar asked whether St. Michaelõs would be willing to help.  Affleck said that 6721 

she would make inquiries. 6722

Lt. Arnoldi gave phone numbers for Homeless Outreach Program Staff members Peter 6724 

Dean and Candice Turner, included in the minutes. 6725

The General Manager gave a brief presentation on the history of the Perfect Park 7106 

Parking Lot, noting that the St. Athanasius lease expires December 2001 and the District 7107 

has received a proposal from the Church, asking for a 10-year extension of the lease.  7108 

Johnson briefly outlined 3 options, which were 1) to remove the parking lot and convert 7109 

the site to parkland,; 2) to install a òpay and displayó parking system, which would 7110 

generate income for the Park District; and 3) to lease the parking lot to UCSB, with 7111 

several options for shared maintenance and enforcement.

Three members of the original Committee to Save Perfect Park, Carmen Lodise, Rob 7123 

Puddicombe and Scott Wexler, attended the meeting to express opposition to the 7124 

continuance of the parking lot beyond the 10-year lease, and to argue for the land to be 7125 

reverted to park space.  Lodise read a statement for the group, which is included in the 7126 

minutes in the òadd-onó section.  The group reminisced about the activism necessary to 7127 

establish Perfect Park, including arrests, facing down bulldozers and gathering, and they 7128 

strongly urged the Park Board to òlive by the original intentó for the land.

Conn added that everyone points to drinking 9486 

as the problem, but no one points to the role landlords play in bringing about 9487 

overcrowding and poor living conditions in Isla Vista.  Conn reported that òpeople are 9488 

falling through the cracksó, and said that hazing is still an issue here.  She also noted that 9489 

cultural values have changed, saying that òkids have raised themselves.ó  Derek Johnson 9490 

agreed, noting that students have a different outlook than they did 10 years ago, and that 9491 

lack of upbringing, combined with overcrowding, was an explosive mixture. 9492

Director Katovich expressed her frustration with escalating problems in light of the 9494 

glaring lack of support from the County and Goleta Valley area. 9495

Director Augustino noted that people are afraid to be here.  He reported that 30 people 9497 

recently protested the climate of fear by handing out flyers that challenged the rape 9498 

culture on Del Playa.  Augustino applauded this effort, and suggested that the Park 9499 
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District, as a leader in the community, has an obligation to create a forum to talk about 9500 

this and other safety problems.  Director Conn suggested that a discussion be set up, 9501 

including representatives from the IVRPD, the IVA, the County, Francisco Torres, 9502 

UCSB and SB City College.  She noted that SBCC is actively recruiting students from 9503 

other areas who live and party in IV, and that they should take their share of 9504 

responsibility for what is happening.   9505

Director Katovich suggested that a letter be submitted by the Board to the newspapers, 9507 

acknowledging major problems in Isla Vista and calling on the broader community to 9508 

assist.

AMENDMENTS TO POLICY FOR PARK USE (ITEM X.E) 9895 

Director Soutar expressed her concern that liability criteria included in the proposed 9896 

policy would prohibit people who wished to hold a simple gathering in the park, such as 9897 

a birthday party.  Staff member Enid Osborn assured her that these criteria would mainly 9898 

apply if there were large numbers in attendance or if equipment, such as a bouncer toy, 9899 

were to be installed in the park for the event.  Osborn also explained that insurance 9900 

certificates for bouncer toys were provided by the equipment rental companies, at little 9901 

or no cost to the park user. 9902 

 9903 

Although Director Conn agreed that there were liability issues, she pointed out that, over 9904 

the years, there had been few lawsuits.  She said she did not wish to òunreasonably 9905 

restrict park useó, adding that the biggest inhibitors to park use currently, were certain 9906 

contingencies who occupied the parks daily, making them unfriendly to everyone else.  9907 

Conn recommended that, if the policy changes were adopted, the Board revisit the policy 9908 

in 6 months to get feedback.  She also was curious as to whether, when the Board waives 9909 

fees for an event, park users generally respect and follow the permit.  Ms. Osborn 9910 

assured her that a park user who received a Board waiver was apprised of the terms and 9911 

conditions and was obliged to follow them like any other park user. 9912 

 9913 
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Director Augustino also expressed concern over the possible prohibitive effects of the 9914 

policy.  Ms. Osborn assured the Board that Staff members did not wish through 9915 

proposal of this policy to prohibit anyone from using the parks, but, in fact, would 9916 

continue to be helpful to public members in the setting up and implementation of their 9917 

events in the parks.  Osborn also reported that many small gatherings and events, which 9918 

did not fall under these criteria, took place each year in the parks without a Park Use 9919 

Permit, adding that District Staff routinely advised people when they did not need a 9920 

permit.  The policy, she advised, did not contain any guidelines that were not already in 9921 

use, but it would be helpful to Staff to have them in writing, 1) for fair determination of 9922 

the requirement for Park Use Permits; and 2) to demonstrate guidelines to public 9923 

members who challenge the requirement of fees and contracts for park use, which they 9924 

sometimes do.  These challenges were generally based either on the fact that they lived in 9925 

the neighborhood of the park, and therefore felt a certain ownership; or that they felt 9926 

that as property owners and taxpayers, they should be immune to paying fees for use of 9927 

the parks.  Osborn went on to say that, since last year, when the District began reserving 9928 

all parks for events, people had expressed their appreciation for the Public Notice 9929 

system, a courtesy of the Park Use Permit, whereby they could post a piece of paper at 9930 

the site showing that they had District permission to use the park for their event.  9931 

Although the Notice would not allow them exclusive use of the park, it would advise 9932 

others that they had permission from the District, which, in all reported cases so far, had 9933 

prevented any argument over who had a right to the picnic area, etc. 9934

PARK USE PERMIT FOR TONATHIU SOCCER CLUB (ITEM X.F) 10022 

Mauro Sanchez attended the meeting to present his request for an extension of his Park 10023 

Use Permit to use Estero Field for soccer activities.  His original permit, approved by the 10024 

Board in April, allowed him a waiver of fees to use Estero field on Saturdays from 10025 

10:00am-2:00pm, through June 30.  His current request would extend the permit to 10026 

September 28, 2001.  Mr. Sanchez exhibited a letter from the IVRPD Recreation 10027 

Coordinator (Aziz), written in 1996, which gave him permission use the park informally, 10028 

without a permit.  He expressed a desire to have the same kind of arrangement with the 10029

Director Katovich pointed out that the agreement between Mr. Sanchez and the Park 10032 

District in 1996 was no longer applicable, and that everyone needed to deal with the 10033 

situation at hand.

Director Soutar said she was hesitant to waive fees or extend the program unless 10036 

relations got better between Mr. Sanchez and District Staff.  She later stated that she 10037 

would not support a permit extension unless there was another person who would sign 10038 

on the permit and take responsibility.

Director Augustino asked Mr. Sanchez for clarification on the exact hours he would 10041 

need to use the park for his program.  Mr. Sanchez replied that he would need the park 10042 

on Sundays from 10:00am to 5:00pm, and on Tuesday and Thursday afternoons, from 10043 

5:00pm-7:00pm.

Discussions on County redistricting are expected to 10540 

consume most of the day.  If time allows, the BOS will discuss the proposed Dept. in the 10541 

afternoon.  The General Manager reviewed the Staff Report  10542 

 and made his recommendations to the Board, which were to support the proposal; to 10543 

ask that the infrastructure and housing needs of Isla Vista be prioritized over 10544 

development and redevelopment; to provide input re: scope and scale; and to 10545 

communicate to the BOS that funding for planning should come from the general fund, 10546 

preserving the RDA Tax Increment for project implementation.  The GM projected an 10547 

increase in County population of 10,000 by the year 2010, with a notable increase in 10548 

urban sprawl. 10549 

 10550 

SB County Staff members James Laponis and Melinda Floyd attended the meeting to 10551 

answer questions and provide information about the proposed department. 10552 

 10553 

Function of new Department.  Director Conn essayed that the City of SB Housing 10554 

Authority generates sufficient money for housing and is aggressive in initiating projects.  10555 

Conn pointed out that these are usual functions of cities, rather than counties.  SB 10556 

County, however, is a hybrid with urbanized areas that need housing.  Conn suggested 10557 

that the proposal would create an agency that could both generate funding and function 10558 

as a housing authority. 10559 

 10560 

Melinda Floyd pointed out that the County already has a housing authority in place, but 10561 

said that the Authorityõs priority has been implementation of housing, while funding has 10562 

come from other sources.  The proposed Department would combine housing with 10563 

administration. 10564 

 10565 

Floyd added that Planning & Development would continue to be the key agency in the 10566 

Isla Vista Master Plan process, with their expertise and their leverage of State and 10567 

Federal grants.  P&D would have a housing consultant on staff; however, it would not 10568 

be someone from this community. 10569 

 10570 

Emphasis on affordable housing.  Floyd assured the Board that the new Department 10571 

would focus on affordable housing.  Director Conn asked if this included affordable 10572 

housing for tenants as well as homeowners.  Floyd assured her that it did.  Laponis 10573 

added that, to the extent that the new Department does assist affordable housing, they 10574 

fail.  He reported that if Urban & County Entitlement status were attained, this would 10575 

add $3.5 million per year, which would provide considerably more affordable housing.  10576 

Director Conn noted that, to keep the Master Plan process on track, we must advocate 10577 

for affordable housing and find ways to cut down on the transience that is so prevalent 10578 

in Isla Vista.  Floyd reported that the community had become considerably more 10579 

proactive for affordable housing in recent years.

Use of RDA monies.  Director Soutar reported that community planning is currently 10582 

being charged to the RDA, but the IVRPD Board has asked Supervisor Marshall to pay 10583

She asked County Staff for reassurance that creation of 10585 

the new Department would not sap RDA monies. 10586

Laponis explained that the Master Plan is its own entity, and assured Soutar that the new 10588

Vista (Latinos, renters, homeless persons) was unfair and discriminatory.  He expressed 11098 

concern that decisions would be made primarily by people who are not living in the 11099 
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community, which would be an insult to the people who live and work here.  He 11100 

recommended that the composition of the PAC be changed to be more inclusive. 11101

Derek Johnson explained that the PAC composition was certainly not meant to be 11103 

discriminatory.  However, he said, if the property owners in Isla Vista didnõt agree with 11104 

what was going on, they would fight it tooth and nail and nothing would get done, so it 11105 

was very important that they be included in the process. 11106

Director Conn said she thought that the homeowners were over-represented.  òIf it 11108 

werenõt for the tenants,ó she said, òthe property owners wouldnõt be here.ó  She 11109 

requested 2 additional elected tenant representatives on the PAC.  Director Conn 11110 

expressed reluctance to name a òLatino representative.ó  Johnson agreed that the Board 11111 

could not legally make a space for a Latino representative, because to accept an applicant 11112 

on the basis of race would be discriminatory.

Possible answer:  The 11379 

facility might be fullé) 11380 

2. How many people are facing homelessness in IV?  How many of these would 11381 

use the shelter? 11382 

3. Location.  The County wonõt do small neighborhood shelters.  They would be 11383 

more likely to take on a Goleta/IV shelter. 11384 

4. Other funding.  The County would contribute part of the money needed, but the 11385 

HTF would have to demonstrate funding from other sources, (òblended fundingó.)  The 11386 

County would want a collaboration of State, Federal and foundation grants. 11387 

5. Madsen said that it was too late for County support this winter, seeing as the 11388 

HTF had not worked out the site and how it would be managed, etc.  She explained that 11389 

the HTF would need to approach the County with a full proposal. 11390

Madsen reported that Public Health had been instructed to come to Task Force 11392 

meetings. 11393 

 11394 

Director Conn added that a proposal would need to include codes of conduct, such as 11395 

prohibiting drugs and alcohol.  Madsen advised that people are allowed to enter other 11396 

County shelters if they are under the influence, as long as they behave themselves; but 11397 

they cannot bring substances in and use them on site. 11398

Jenny Jett reported that she had been working on homeless issues in Isla Vista for the 11400 

past 3-4 years, and was currently forming a nonprofit organization with the express 11401 

purpose of managing a homeless facility.  According to Jett, this is what the local 11402 

homeless people would want.  Jett also reported that she had already spent $5,000-6,000 11403 

of her own money to help homeless people.

One of 11453 

the greatest unknowns regarding the future of the plan would be the response of the City 11454 

of Goleta, should the Goleta Incorporation proposal go through.  There was some 11455 

discussion of the golf course, and how its value would be weighed. 11456

Director Conn expressed appreciation for the plan, thanking Meester and Bob 11458 

Comstock.  She expressed concern that a development plan adopted in 1995 approved a 11459 
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specific plan for the yellow area, saying that the Coastal Commission would have a 11460 

problem with that.  Director Soutar noted that this area was for private developers, and 11461 

that the County might assist in making a tradeoff.  Soutar asked what would happen if 11462 

the City of Goleta did not want their pieces developed as planned?  Meester answered 11463 

that the proposal would fall apart at that point. 11464

Marc Chaconas noted that the preservation of Area 1 was òa huge plusó, in that it was 11466 

right next to Isla Vista.  He pointed out that, if preserved per the proposal, the 11467 

contiguous wetlands belt would stretch 2¼ miles.  He inquired about the Whittier-11468 

Phelps areas.  Meester said that she expected comment from several of the areas 11469 

involved, and said she was taking pains to keep people involved in the process.

General Manager Derek Johnson gave an overview of the current situation.  Homeless 12692 

persons have moved their camp out of AnisqõOyoõ Park and are now camping in Estero 12693 

Park.  They are keeping a clean and peaceful camp.  The Teen Center is keeping their 12694 

bathrooms open for the campers to use.  There is no enforceable camping ordinance 12695 

that would allow the Park District to remove them, unless they were breaking other laws.  12696 

The SB County Camping Ordinance §24-5, which had been enforced by the Foot Patrol 12697 

for many years, was found on close scrutiny to apply only to County property, (not 12698

X.C.  HOMELESS BREAKFAST IN ANISQõOYOõ PARK 16627 

Father Jon-Stephen Hedges attended the meeting to give a short update on his proposal 16628 

to offer daily hot breakfasts to homeless persons in AnisqõOyoõ Park.  The coalition of 16629 

A.S. Community Action Board volunteers, local churches and individual volunteers has 16630 

raised $500.  The program will cost approx. $100 a day.  Although St. Athanasius 16631 

(Hedgesõ church) has the proper zoning for such a program, the children are arriving for 16632 

day school at the same time breakfast would be served, and Hedges considered the two 16633 

uses incompatible.  Other sites besides AnisqõOyoõ are being considered.  Hedges had 16634 

already spoken to the District General Manager and the County Health Dept. and was 16635 

aware of AnisqõOyoõ Parkõs failure to meet both zoning and health requirements for a 16636 

food service program, but asked the Board to consider alternate sites within the District, 16637 

such as Estero Park.  The GM noted that the zoning at the Red Barn site would be 16638 

appropriate, but pointed out that, even if the Teen Center (tenant) gave permission for 16639 

the program to take place at the Red Barn, the site still lacks the requisite kitchen 16640 

facilities (sink and microwave.)  Public member Dorothy Dent encouraged the Board to 16641 

grant permission for use of the Red Barn site based on its prior use for the LIVE 16642 

program, and suggested that for such a worthwhile program, the County might ògloss 16643 

overó some of the requirements.  The General Manager pointed out that when LIVE 16644 

was dispensing food at the Red Barn, they were able to use kitchen facilities at the Pink 16645 

House, which has since been demolished.  Dent expressed her concern that the future 16646 

community center provide services to the homeless community.

The General Manager gave a report, estimating the cost to remove the parking lot at 18776 

$250,000, which would include the costs of permitting, negative declaration, bidding out 18777 

and choosing a contractor, relocation of utilities, demolition of asphalt, landscape 18778 

architect, grading, construction of the park, plants, lighting and irrigation, plus 18779 
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unforeseeable costs.  St. Athanasius Church owns seven parking spaces next to the 18780 

church, the rest belong to the Park District.  County involvement could include a 18781 

number of options, such as leasing the lot to the County and/or giving them the 18782 

authority to enforce parking and/or giving them the authority to collect fees.  The gross 18783 

revenues from a parking program were estimated at $127,000.  Net revenues were 18784 

estimated at $50,000, after AMPCOõs 55% overhead, enforcement, servicing and 18785 

collection.  Johnson presented three options for the Boardõs consideration:  1) To leave 18786 

the parking lot òas isó (no parking system, no removal); 2) to install a parking system and 18787 

divert money into a fund to pay for future removal of the lot; and 3) to install a parking 18788 

system and put money in a general fund to support existing programs of the District.

XI.A.  IVAOD SURVEY ON ALCOHOL IN THE PARKS  20105 

Onolee Zwicke of the Isla Vista Alcohol and Other Drugs Council (IVAOD) attended the meeting 20106 

to present the results of a survey of public responses to alcohol abuse in the parks.  After coming 20107 

before the Board last fall to request a full alcohol ban in the parks, she became aware of the 20108 

complexity of issues involved.  Administering the survey further convinced her that such a complex 20109 

problem would require more than one solution.  The IVAOD recommended a 4-part solution, 20110 

outlined in Item V of the survey report (see add-on to minutes.)  Ms. Zwicke and her assistant 20111 

Michelle Obregon worked with teens from the IVTC to complete the door-to-door survey and went 20112 

back 2-3 times to get a good sample of people who live close to the parks.  Six areas were identified 20113 

as more problematic, including Greek Park, Pelican Park, Sue¶o Orchard/Tipi Village, Childrenõs 20114 

Park, Camino Corto/Tierra de Fortuna Park and AnisqõOyo/Perfect Park. 20115

Director Conn asked whether the Council approached businesses that sell alcohol to ask them about 20117 

their attitudes toward selling to chronic inebriates.  Zwicke reported that Lee Johnson, who manages 20118 

IV Market, is on the Council and has a clear policy of not selling to intoxicated persons.  She 20119 
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suggested that the proposed task force could partner with and/or pressure community businesses in 20120 

this regard. 20121 

 20122 

Lt. Tom McKinney agreed that the issue was complex.  The FP arrested the same individual 3x in 20123 

one week for public intoxication.  A lot of homeless people in the parks have alcohol problems and 20124 

mental health issues both.  The law requires that a person be unable to care for her/himself before 20125 

s/he can be arrested, which allows for a broad spectrum of misbehavior, e.g., they canõt be arrested 20126 

for causing a commotion.  In addition, the tolerance in Isla Vista has attracted an element of crime.  20127 

Staffing is another issue; calls must be prioritized.  If there were a ban, the FP could cite people for 20128 

drinking and the community would become less attractive to the persons causing problems.  He 20129 

agreed that a ban in some parks would only cause the drinkers to move to other parks, but 20130 

recommended that the Board òstart somewhereó to expand the ban.  Other issues involved the 20131 

courts.  McKinney reported that deputy citations for sleeping and camping are routinely dismissed by 20132 

commissioners, which makes it a waste of time and energy to cite them in the first place.

Former Board member Pegeen Soutar, who lives in front of Sueño Orchard, reported that in the 1 ½ 20141 

years since the camping ordinance went into effect, large groups of men had taken up residence in 20142 

the Orchard and in campers/RVõs on Sue¶o Road.  She expressed concern over sanitation issues, 20143 

such as urination and defecation in the Orchard, Pelican and Sea Lookout Parks, and dumping of 20144 

sewage in the streets; and safety issues, including harassment.  When she retaliates, more people 20145 

come.  Her children can no longer play in the Orchard or other parks.  Her13-year-old daughter was 20146 

approached by a drunk man at Escondido Pass, who tried to retain her.  Soutar said she has tried to 20147 

òtake back the parksó using the tools at her command, but she is convinced it canõt be done.  She 20148 

supported the permit system. 20149 

 20150 

Dan Gaffney, a Grounds worker and Union Steward for the District, supported a ban on alcohol in 20151 

the parks, saying it would help to solve issues of health and safety in District parks, which are òthe 20152 

perfect niche for people with chronic alcohol problems to hang out and be obnoxious.ó  Gaffney 20153 

reported that drinkers scare away other park users and are violent toward Staff members who are 20154 

working to maintain the parks.  He reported that the ban is supported by the entire Staff, who 20155 

witness these problems daily.  A permit system would still allow people to have functions in the 20156 

parks.  Director Augustino noted that this would be high on the list of issues to discuss at the 20157 

Board/Staff retreat next Friday. 20158

Nancy Vasquez of the SB County Alcohol & Drug Program expressed her commitment to 20160 

participate in the task force and be òpart of the solution.ó 20161 

 20162 

Sandra Reese, a Sueño Road resident, has lived near the Orchard and Tipi Village since 1977  They 20163 

are often surrounded by students who are obnoxious and loud, but introduce themselves to new 20164 

neighbors and try to get along.  The response is usually positive and they hardly ever have to call the 20165 

Foot Patrol.  In contrast, the homeless problems on Sueño are sometimes intolerable.  A tree was set 20166 

fire in the Orchard, endangering their home.   People are always smoking and drinking and they 20167 
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dump sewage in the street, a health issue that greatly concerns her.  They used to gather fresh 20168 

meadow mushrooms in Tipi Village, but people defecate in that park now.  As a homeowner, she has 20169 

experienced the impact of more people moving into IV, which has gotten the reputation for being a 20170 

scary place.  She supported the permit process, saying people should be allowed to celebrate, but in a 20171 

responsible way. 20172

Directors Brown and Green expressed a desire to serve on the task force.  Director Conn thanked 20174 

the IVAOD for their time and effort in compiling the survey.  She noted that the District had the 20175 

same problems in dry parks as in wet parks.  The advantage of IV, she said, is that it is a tolerant 20176 

community, but òtolerantó should not mean òanything goes.ó  She wanted to send messages to public 20177 

members: 1) Use the bathroom; and 2) You canõt harass people; and 3) Give people space; and 4) 20178 

Weõre not here to take care of you.  She recommended that the task force reach out to the 20179 

Committee for Social Justice and get them to participate in educating people that òyou have rights 20180 

but you have responsibilities, too.ó  She noted the high costs involved with arrests and taking people 20181 

to the hospital.  She said she hated robbing park users of their privileges and òstooping to the lowest 20182 

common denominatoró (by extending a ban.) 20183

Director Brown agreed with Director Conn, but said that for Staffõs sake, the Board had to do 20185 

something about these problems.  He said heõd like to help people rather than support their alcoholic 20186 

behaviors.  Directors Brown and Green said they would be in favor of the ban with a permit 20187 

program.

Director Augustino noted that, due to turnover on the Board, new members were not apprised of the 20190 

real history of the camping/sleeping ordinance.  He noted huge cuts in County alcohol prevention 20191 

and treatment, and homeless care.  The Committee for Social Justice, he said, never supported 20192 

camping in the parks.  The question was how to help people rather than support (their degeneration.)  20193 

He encouraged Board participation in the task force. 20194
